REUBEN HEATON AT THE WORLD CARP CLASSIC 2010

Once again Reuben Heaton Ltd will be official scales sponsor at the w o r | ntbsi grestigious carp
fishing event. This year, the event will once again be held at the impressive Lac de Madine venue
in the heart of the Meuse region of central France.
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Madine was the original site of the inaugural event back in 1998, and the venue has been the
backdrop for many fantastic angling battles since then.

Weighing in under the watchful eye of the TV crews at Madine 2009, the competitors managed

pairs from 21 different countries to win the individual title of World Carp Classic champions. In
doing so they staked their place in carp angling history as well as walking away with the £10,000
first prize.

During the six-day event at Lac de Madine in north-east France a total of one hundred and fifty
six fish were caught, the most ever at any WCC event. Rob and Tom recorded an event-record
26 fish amassing a total weight of 347.5kg, and this proved more than enough to beat second
placed Dutch pair Koos Walters and Bert Teuben who caught eight fish for 125.65kg. In third
place German pairing Robert Ceaus and M Gulke also had a total of eight fish for 123.45kg

Rob and Tom were also successful in the team championship as part of the winning England&
Team Mainline Carpworld. This is a great achievement, considering that this is the third year in a
row that the team has won this award. In a year of records, Team Mainline Carpworld& Kevin
Hewitt and Mark Bartlett and Tim Paisley and Lee Jackson helped Rob and Tom claim the best
team award with a combined haul of 27 fish weighing 366.2 kg. German Axel Wacker set a new
event record for the biggest carp caught when he landed a 28.9kg whopper to smash the
previous 26.1kg best of England& Jason Cann set earlier in the week, a staggering 2020kg of fish
were bagged in total by the competitors over the six days while the World Carp Classic website
recorded more than FIVE MILLION page views during the month of August up to the Monday
morning after the event from competitors and friends.

Competitors from across the globe including South Africa, America, Greece, Turkey, Czech

Reﬁ)ublic, Poland and Latvia flew in to France to compete for the £70,000 total prize fund in the

11" running of the World Carp Classic at the 1,000-hectare lake. Japan& Norio Shishido and

Syuhei Someya celebrated their country®& debut appearance at the event by catching their first

fish followed by 3 more to finish as the title sponsors JRC best team. The event is set to attract an

even bigger worldwide entry when it returns to north-east France and Lac de Madine in 2010.

Ross Honey, the event founder, added: A Thi s has been an amazing year with

Hopefully we will have even more to celebrate after the 2011 event, and there will be more stories
to tell. As the event continues to grow we are seeing new developments taking place including
qualifying rounds being held in various countries around the world for the first time.
